Hi guys. I wish I had all of the BVI 2003 set up in my ham radio email, but
I only have this select group available and I don't have the resources to
find the others right now. Can one of you please forward to the rest.

Cindy and I are anchored in Virgin Gorda, North Sound. It is absolutely
beautiful - the perfect temperature, a gorgeous sunset just took place, and
we have been celebrating Cindy's 45th birthday. We have covered most of the
ground that we did in 2003, although in a different order. Our trip to
Anegada was a new addition for us both. It is quite remote - like the BVI's
of old - and I even spotted my first BBW in recent years of cruising here.
We even dared to skinny dip this morning before leaving the picturesque harbor.

Tomorrow we will stop at "The Dogs" for some snorkeling and then off to
Road Town, Tortola to pick up some ordered engine parts. Then about 4 to 5
days in the US Virgins before striking off to new territory (100 miles
upwind to St Marten).

We are looking forward to the new destinations. Even the US Virgins will be
new for both of us, and we will have phone and regular email for a few days
for a change, before dropping it altogether when we head East.

One big advantage of being south that we are finding is the longer days. It
is light at 6:30 am and is just now getting dark at 6 pm. We are finding
that it is pretty easy to get up in the morning but not easy to stay up in
the evenings, since we want to limit the amount of electricity that we use
and have minimal lights on. Bedtime by 10 at the latest!

Communications is definitely different than at home. Our cell phones don't
work here and we are finding that even getting onto the internet is not
that convenient. The ham radio serves as our link to at least some of the
group from the carib 1500 - there is a morning "chat" where some of the
group comes up on a common frequency. Sometimes we check in and other times
we just listen to find out who is where. The bottom line is that we are
just out of touch. We haven't yet found a good source for news - I am
guessing that it will ultimately be the ham radio

That's about it for now. Hope all is well there.
