We have never been so happy to be reach the Cape Cod Canal with it's calm water! And Buzzards Bay was plenty calm, surprise, surprise, surprise! Happily that boogie only lasted 1 day; since then we have had flat seas, overcast skies, cool temps and nice wind from behind.

For those of you who like the details: our first night we anchored in Onset. Last night we picked up a mooring at Block Island and tonight we are anchored in the shadow of Stonehenge (pictures will follow). Average boat speed so far ~8kts, with a high of 10kts.
